1. Explain why the Commonwealth
of Independent States (CIS) is often
characterized as a platform for
"civilized divorce" rather than a
genuine integration project.

Answer: The CIS was
fundamentally designed to manage
the technical and administrative
dissolution of the USSR, such as
dividing assets and settling borders,
not to build a new supranational
entity. Its consensus-based
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principle and weak institutional
enforcement mechanisms allowed
member states to pursue
sovereignty  while  maintaining
minimal  multilateral  dialogue,
preventing deeper political or
economic union.

2. Assess the primary political
motivation for a country like
Belarus or Armenia to remain a
member of the Collective Security
Treaty Organization (CSTO) within
the CIS framework.

Answer: For these states, CSTO
membership is primarily a regime
security strategy, offering explicit
military guarantees and political
backing from Russia to the
incumbent  government. This
external validation is crucial for
deterring external threats and, from
the leadership's perspective,
managing internal political
challenges,  thereby  ensuring
political survival.

Tajikistan.

Answer: On one hand, it provides a
vital economic safety valve through
remittances, which constitute a
major share of GDP and alleviate
domestic unemployment and social
pressure. On the other hand, it
creates profound economic
dependency, exposes migrants to
vulnerability, and drains the
sending countries of  skilled
working-age populations, hindering
long-term domestic development.
