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3.2. Coaep:kaHue JUCUUIJINHBI

Tema 1. The History of North America. 11K-10.2

This module provides a comparative historical framework for
understanding North America through six interconnected themes. The study
begins with the foundational theme of Indigenous peoples, encompassing their
migration via the Bering land bridge and the development of diverse cultures
and complex civilizations in Mesoamerica. It then analyzes the second theme of
European colonization, examining distinct models including the Spanish system
of viceroyalties, encomienda, and caste society alongside French and English fur
trade and settlement, all of which caused profound demographic catastrophe for
native populations. The third theme explores divergent paths to independence,
comparing the revolutionary war in the United States driven by political
principles, the revolt in Mexico triggered by internal Spanish crisis, and
Canada's peaceful evolution to autonomy through confederation.

The curriculum further investigates 19th-century nation-building as a
fourth theme, characterized by U.S. westward expansion and civil war, Mexican
instability and territorial loss, and Canadian westward expansion and internal
consolidation. The fifth theme traces the shift to modernity, evidenced by
revolutionary reforms in Mexico, the rise of the U.S. as an industrial and
imperial power, and Canada's assertion of autonomy on the world stage. A final,
consistent thread examines the defining international relations of the
hemisphere, particularly the emergence of U.S. hegemony. Students will explore
these themes through report topics including European-Native American
encounters; New France's history; the Revolutionary War and War of 1812; the
U.S. Constitution and its amendments; the Mexican Wars of Independence; the
American Civil War's causes and contemporary implications etc.

Tema 2. The Economy of North America. 11K-4.2

This module examines the divergent economic paths of the United States,
Canada, and Mexico through comparative historical analysis. The study begins
with colonial foundations, analyzing how distinct economic models and labor
systems created lasting regional divisions, particularly between the mercantile
North and plantation-based South in the United States. The curriculum then
explores 19th-century transformation, where infrastructure revolutions in canals
and railroads, alongside industrialization, propelled the United States from
colonial economy to global industrial leader. This trajectory culminated in the

20th century with America's financial ascent from debtor nation to dominant
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creditor, securing the dollar's central role in the Bretton Woods system.
Meanwhile, Canada's development faced constraints from its small population
and institutional legacies, while Mexico struggled with political instability and
weak state structures that delayed economic modernization.

Students will address four key questions in an oral survey: comparing
colonial economic systems in North America; contrasting factors that hindered
Canadian versus Mexican development; identifying drivers of US
industrialization; and tracing America's financial ascendancy. Research topics
include challenges to dollar hegemony; Canada's demographic pressures;
Mexico's dual economy; and assessing USMCA trade performance.

Tema 3. The Ideologies of North America. 11K-10.2

This module examines the foundational and contemporary ideologies
shaping North American societies. The study begins with the profound influence
of Classical Republicanism on the United States' political origins, analyzing its
core principles—such as the pursuit of the common good, a mixed and balanced
government, and public virtue—derived from Roman models. The curriculum
then explores the evolution of this republican framework into modern party
ideologies, focusing on the competing systems of liberalism and conservatism in
the United States, their alignment with the Democratic and Republican parties,
and the resulting political polarization characterized by deep ideological
constraint.

A critical cross-national analysis addresses the rise of Corporatism as a
dominant ideology, investigating its hallmarks, including the glorification of
managerialism, the application of economic rationality to social policy, and the
consolidation of power through lobbying, and its erosive effect on democratic
institutions. Finally, the module contrasts this with Canada's distinct ideological
identity, defined by a "Métis civilization" model that incorporates Aboriginal
concepts of an inclusive circle with British and French traditions, and examines
how this unique identity is challenged by forces of "deep integration" with the
United States.

A key interactive assignment is an interview dialogue where one student,
specializing in U.S. liberal ideology, and another, in U.S. conservative ideology,
prepare and exchange questions, culminating in a structured in-class discussion
on their respective visions. Report topics include an analysis of the history and
current movements of the American Far Right; an exploration of the concept of
"Homo Americanus" and the rise of totalitarian democracy in America; and an
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investigation into the changing ideological landscape in Mexico, focusing on the
rise of the left. For the individual task, students must characterize the main
features of key ideologies in North America—conservatism, liberalism,
nationalism, the far right, and the far left—and, based on this research, create a
comparative table detailing their main groups and actors, core values, political
goals, and well-known personalities.

Tema 4. Internal Policies & Political Parties. 11K-10.2

This module examines the distinct evolution of party systems across North
America. The United States is characterized by the unintended emergence of a
persistent two-party system, originating from early ideological divisions and
enduring through major coalitional realignments. Canada presents a stable yet
atypical multiparty system within a majoritarian framework, evolving from a
two-party model to a fragmented multiparty system after 1993, marked by
strong regional parties. Mexico demonstrates a transition from hegemonic rule
under the PRI to a competitive multiparty democracy, now dominated by the
PRI, PAN, and MORENA.

Group reports will analyze state borders and disputes; comparative
electoral systems and parties; and territorial organization with regional
inequalities across all three nations.

An individual task requires a comparative analysis of governmental
branches. For Canada, the United States, and Mexico, students must describe
each country's legislative, executive, and judicial branches; identify the
constitutional articles specifying their powers; and create structural diagrams
illustrating the organization of government.

Tema 5. Foreign Policies. 11K-10.2

This module examines the distinct yet interconnected foreign policies of
the United States, Canada, and Mexico. The study begins with the ideological
foundations of U.S. foreign policy, tracing the persistent theme of rejecting
balance-of-power realism in favor of a universalist and interventionist ideology.

The focus then shifts to Canada, first by assessing its unique role as a
middle power within the broader international order, and then by analyzing the
specifics of its foreign policy in the regional dimension, including its strategic
approaches towards the Asia-Pacific, the European Union, Latin America,
Africa, and the Middle East. Concurrently, the foreign policy of Mexico is
examined through two lenses: first, by tracing its evolution during the PAN and
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PRI administrations from 2000 to 2018, and second, by investigating its regional
diplomatic strategies towards the Asia-Pacific, the European Union, Latin
America, and its critical relationship with the United States.

An integral individual task for this topic involves a comparative structural
analysis of foreign policy institutions across North America. This requires
identifying and outlining the internal structure of the primary body responsible
for coordinating and implementing foreign policy in each country: specifically,
Global Affairs Canada for Canada, the U.S. Department of State for the United
States, and the Secretaria de Relaciones Exteriores for Mexico. The analysis
must detail the key departments, divisions, and their respective functions within
each organization.

Tema 6. Soft Power & Public Diplomacy. 11K-10.2

This module examines the role of soft power and public diplomacy as key
instruments of international influence for North American nations. The
curriculum begins by analyzing the conceptual framework of soft power,
exploring its definitions and measurement through a focused study of the Global
Soft Power Index, which will detail the methodology and current ranking of the
United States, Canada, and Mexico. Students will then investigate the distinct
public diplomacy agendas of each country. This includes an exploration of
Mexico's specific public diplomacy priorities and initiatives, an assessment of
Canada's soft power strategies with a critical evaluation of their inherent
strengths and weaknesses, and a comprehensive study of the United States'
public diplomacy, tracing its historical evolution and confronting its recent
challenges in a changing global landscape.

For the individual task, students will conduct a comparative analysis of
public diplomacy organizations across the continent. The assignment requires
researching well-known organizations that conduct public diplomacy activities
for each country—Canada, the USA, and Mexico. For each organization,
students must provide a brief summary of its activities, including key details
such as its year of establishment, staff size, funding sources, and a description of
its main activities and events. As an optional component, students may prepare a
presentation with one slide dedicated to each organization, combining their
textual research with an effective visual component.
