Lawyer is a general term for a person who is qualified to advise people about the law, to pre-
pare legal documents for them and/or to represent them in a court of law. In England and Wales,
a lawyer who is qualified to speak in the higher courts of law is called a barrister. In Scotland a
barrister is called an advocate. In North American English attorney is a more formal word used
for a lawyer and is used especially in job titles: district attorney. Counsel is the formal legal
word used for a lawyer who is representing someone in court: counsel for the prosecution. Solic-
itor is the British English term for a lawyer who gives legal advice and prepares documents, for
example when you are buying a house, and sometimes has the right to speak in a court of law. In
North American English solicitor is only used in the titles of some lawyers who work for the

government: Solicitor General.

b.) The English word “law” (Scandinavian borrowing) refers to limits upon various forms of be-
havior. Some laws are descriptive — they simply describe how people usually behave. Other laws
are prescriptive — they prescribe how people ought to behave.

In all societies, relations between people are regulated by prescriptive laws. Some of them are
customs, that is, informal rules of social and moral behavior. Some are rules we accept if we be-
long to particular social institutions, such as religious, educational and cultural group. And some
are precise laws made by nations and enforced against all citizens within their power.

Customs need not be made by governments, and they need not be written down. We learn how
we should behave in society through the instruction of family and teachers, the advice of friends,
and our own experiences. The rules of social institutions tend to be more formal than customs.
Governments often consider anti-social behavior not simply as a matter between two individuals
but as a danger to the well-being and order of society as a whole. The laws made by the govern-
ment of one country are often very different from the laws of another country. Law today is, to a
large extent, a complex of different and relatively independent national systems.

HOW BIOMETRIC SYSTEMS WORK

Understanding how a biometric system works requires some knowledge of which human
characteristics are suitable for personal identification. An ideal biometric characteristic should
be universal, unique, permanent, and collectable. A characteristic is universal when every person
possesses it. A characteristic is unique when no two persons share exactly the same manifesta-
tion of the characteristic. A permanent characteristic is one that does not change and cannot be
altered. A collectable characteristic is one that a sensor can easily measure.

In practice, a characteristic that satisfies all the above requirements may not always be us-
able for a practical biometric system. The designer of a practical biometric system must also
consider other issues, such as performance, accuracy, speed, and cost. Two other issues that
must be considered are acceptability—the extent to which people are willing to accept a particu-
lar biometric identifier in their daily lives—and circumvention—how easy it is to fool the sys-
tem through fraud.

At the start of the 21st century a multitude of biometric techniques were either in use or
under investigation. These techniques included recognition of facial features, fingerprints, hand
geometry, eye structures, signatures (Graphology), and voice patterns. Deoxyribonucleic acid
(DNA) is one of the most unique biometrics (see DNA fingerprinting), but the process of acqui-
sition limits its use in many applications. To acquire DNA, a sample of hair, skin, blood, or
other body tissue must be taken. Sampling such as this is likely to be an invasive process for the
person being sampled, and the process is easily contaminated. Furthermore, DNA processing
and matching systems require expensive computer resources.

A Facial Recognition

The most familiar biometric technique is facial recognition. Human beings use facial
recognition all the time to identify other people. As a result, in the field of biometrics, facial
recognition is one of the most active areas of research. Applications of this research range from
the design of systems that identify people from still-photograph images of their faces to the de-
sign of systems that recognize active and changing facial images against a cluttered background.
More advanced systems can recognize a particular individual in a videotape or a movie. Re-
searchers base the patterns used for facial recognition on both specific and general features. The
specific features include the location and shape of facial attributes such as the eyes, eyebrows,
nose, lips, and chin. More generally, they employ an overall analysis of the facial image and a
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breakdown of the image into a number of component images. Researchers are unsure whether
the face itself, without any additional information, is sufficient for the accurate recognition of
one person in a large group of people. Some facial recognition systems impose restrictions on
how the facial images are obtained, sometimes requiring a simple background or special light-
ing.

B Fingerprint Identification

Human beings have used fingerprints for personal identification for centuries, and they
have used them for criminal investigations for more than 100 years. The validity of fingerprints
as a basis for personal identification is thus well established.

A fingerprint is the pattern of ridges and furrows on the surface of a fingertip. No two

persons have exactly the same arrangement of patterns, and the patterns of any one indi-
vidual remain unchanged throughout life. Fingerprints are so distinct that even the prints of iden-
tical twins are different. The prints on each finger of the same person are also different.

The level of detail in fingerprint images scanned into a biometric system depends on sev-
eral factors. They include the amount of pressure applied to the fingertip during image scanning,
the presence of any cuts or other deformities on the fingertip, and the dryness of the skin. There-
fore, any unusual or prominent features on a fingertip, the endings of the fingerprint ridges, and
ridge bifurcations, or branches—collectively known as minutiae—are all used in a biometric
system based on fingerprint identification.

The development of solid-state sensors for fingerprint scanning may soon make the cost of
incorporating a fingerprint-based biometric device affordable in many applications, such as lap-
top computers and cellular telephones. Consequently, researchers expect fingerprint identifica-
tion to be the leading biometric technique in the near future. One problem with fingerprint tech-
nology is its acceptability in society, because fingerprints have traditionally been associated with
criminal investigations and police work. Another problem is that the fingerprints of a small frac-
tion of the population may be unsuitable for automatic identification because the prints may be
deformed as a result of aging, some genetic condition, or environmental reasons.

a). Contract law is a body of rules governing the formation, performance, and enforcement
of contracts. Its major purpose is to protect the reasonable expectations of individuals,
businesses, and governments that contracts will be binding on and enforceable by the parties.
Because contracts are enforceable, private parties can make personal and business plans of
immense variety, confident of receiving the bargained-for exchange or a court-ordered
equivalent (usually a money payment called "damages"). The large-scale, long-term business
planning necessary for a modern industrial society would be difficult to achieve without the
legal enforceability of contracts. A contract may be defined simply as a promise or set of
promises that the court will enforce. A contract may also be defined as a legally enforceable
agreement. This agreement often consists of an exchange of promises between two persons,
called “parties”, who hope to strike a bargain that is acceptable to each party.

b). Contract law grows and changes just like any other body of law. In recent years, the
validity of electronic signatures on a contract has become a relevant and disputed issue in
contract law. The practice of contract law includes identifying emerging issues and advocating
for changes and extensions of law in order to allow the client to conduct business in a
convenient and favorable way.Who practices contract law?

Lawyers throughout the United States practice contract law. A lawyer might specialize in
contract law in private practice, or they might work for a corporation as in-house counsel.
Contract lawyers work as solo practitioners, and they work at the largest law firms in the
country. They might handle contract law exclusively, or they might handle contracts as part of a
diverse practice. Even general practice attorneys who primarily handle unrelated matters are
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usually called on by a client to look at a contract matter at least a few times in their career.
Lawyers create contracts

To practice contract law, lawyers should know how to draft and evaluate contracts. They should
know the state law that applies to contracts. They should be aware of issues like choice of law,
jurisdiction for enforcement and mandatory arbitration clauses. Practicing contract law means
knowing how to draft a contract that’s enforceable and that also has terms that are acceptable
and valuable to the client.

¢). A formal contract is one to which the law gives special effect because of the formalities or
the special language used in creating it. At common law, a written promise (e.g., to make a gift)
to which the promisor's seal (e.g., a wax emblem) was attached was enforceable because the
sealed document complied with the formalities prescribed by law, and not because there was
any consideration given for the promise. In most states, the legal effect of a seal has been
abolished. Today, the most common formal contracts are negotiable instruments (commercial
papers) such as checks. To create a negotiable instrument, a person must use a particular form
or style of language. A negotiable instrument has legal characteristics that differ from those of
ordinary contracts. Informal contracts are those for which the law does not require a particular
set of formalities or special language. The parties may use any style of language they please, as
long as the usual requirements for a contract (mutual assent, consideration, and so on) are met.
The contract may be oral, or it may even be inferred from the parties' conduct, in the absence of
a statute requiring a writing.
