People often think of migration as a recent phenomenon. However,
migration has been a feature of human existence for centuries. Humans have
always migrated in groups and as individuals to seek freedom from war and
conflict, to escape hunger and poverty, to find new economic opportunities and
employment, to flee from religious intolerance or political repression, or even to
trade and to travel to new places. The historian Robin Cohen (1995) has
identified some distinct migration periods or events that have taken place over
the last four centuries.

*  Migration within Europe, Africa and Asia (17th-18th centuries)

*  Permanent settlement in the colonies (1500s to mid 19th century)

. Slavery (1550 to the end of the 18th century)

. Indentured (contract) labour (1834-1917)

. Migration to the New World (1800s-1930)

. Post WWII migration (late 1940s to 1960s)

*  Post 1970s migration.

Growing social and economic inequalities, and consequently, unfulfilled
life aspirations trigger the migration intentions of millions, if not billions of people
around the world. Surveys by Gallup World Poll suggest that more than 750
million adults would like to migrate if they had the chance to do so. Hence,
globally ‘only’ one in eight adults express a desire to migrate. This is a
surprisingly small fraction given the fact that a much larger but unknown number
of people would have good reasons to migrate in order to realise economic,
professional, political, or social opportunities elsewhere. At the same time, only
small fractions of those who aspire to migrate are actually able to realise it.

Most migration is wanted and regular, and that there is little social and
political interest in the actual physical dimension of regular migration processes.
The main exception is the research of unwanted and irregular migration with a
focus on migrants and refugees traveling by boat and those actors facilitating
unlawful practices, denoted as human smugglers or traffickers. In short, migration
infrastructure is probably the least well defined, researched and published theme,
whilst it is also heavily biased.

Labour Migration, Family Migration, Humanitarian Migration, Lifestyle
Migration, Student mobility. Central to the discourse on migration forms—also
called categories, types, or flows—Ilies another important question: who are
migrants? A leading understanding in migration studies highlights the political
geography of migration journeys by differentiating between two key forms:
internal migration and international migration. The former refers to migration
within a country and the latter to migration across state borders. Within each of
these, migration drivers are often used to distinguish between two sub-groups:
those who are forced to move and those who migrate voluntarily.

People moving for family reasons constitute the largest group of migrants
entering OECD countries, ahead of labour and humanitarian migration (OECD,
2017). These include transnational families and how they stay in contact;
separated families and deportation; the impact of family migration policies;
marriage migration and multi-sited and longitudinal studies used in studying the
transformation and diversification of family forms. Categorises those who have
moved to seek international protection, high-skilled vs. low-skilled workers,
forms of living together, refugees, unaccompanied migrant minors.

During the last decade, we have witnessed two opposed social and
political trends. On the one hand, there has been a comeback of nationalism. These
parties promote aggressive, nativist, and populist nationalism discourses which
see the relations between nations and nation-states as a zero-sum game.

On the other hand, we have also witnessed the emergence of powerful
movements of transnational solidarity and connectedness. Through the power of
information and communication technology people feel more related and are
becoming better informed about what is happening in other regions of the world
and on how this affects their own lives (whether through a refugee surge, a
decrease in oil prices, the acceleration of climate change, or a global pandemic).

How can immigrants and their descendants become part of receiving
societies and nations? This process is most commonly referred to as a debated
term “integration”. Transnationalisation as a process of increasing social, cultural,
economic, and political relations and interactions between locales across the
borders of nation-states and national  societies.  Incorporation,
Transnationalisation, debate, transnational communities and social institutions

While older forms of migration, including the forced and violent
movements of people in the transatlantic slave trade through to indentured labour
migrations, came to underlie a colour-line created by nation-states principally
formed around racial logics, newer forms of South to North migrations either
forced or voluntary and as well accelerated South to South border crossings, now
make even more complex the terms of difference. In the past few decades, gender
has become one of the most significant optics through which to view and analyse
migration. Migration has moved up the political agenda and women and men have
become differentially entangled within these discussions. Over the past five
decades, the impact of migration on ‘development’ in sending communities and
receiving countries has been the subject of heated and contentious debate.
Scholars have found that migration contributes robustly in both negative and
positive ways to development in both origin and destination countries.
Perspectives about migration began to change as remittances, international trade,
labour market, development, and security issues associated with migration have
taken the lead in the globalisation and development discourse. Macro economy,
slavery, women migrants, opportunities, inequalities in wages.

Migration governance is described as ‘multilevel’, as it often is, then this
tells us that it occurs in lots of different places across ‘levels’ (local, national,
international). migration governance is not simply an ex post or after-the-fact
reaction to migration patterns and flows, but is much more closely involved in
shaping migration. In turn, this means that the meaning of governance can be
elusive, but the effects of governance are very real. Migration governance is about
inclusion, but also, powerfully, about exclusion.

Indexes are understood as highly aggregated, composite measures of
immigration policy, while indicators are understood as more specific,
disaggregated elements that are individually coded. For example, an index of
admission policy for labour migrants can be composed by indicators that capture
different elements of this policy, such as quota limits, language requirements,
financial requirements, and age limits. We identify six broad theoretical
categories: economic interests, socialisation, psychological explanations, cueing,
contact and context, and finally 'attitudinal embeddedness' describing attitudes to
immigration. Migration flows, policy, national governments, private companies,
regional organisations, attitudes.
