Text 1. Education System in Great Britain, USA and Russia

If all good people were clever and all clever people were good, the world would be nicer
than ever.

I think that education is a key to a good future. And schools are the first step on the
education-way. Schools help young people to choose their career, to prepare for their future life,
they make pupils clever and well-educated. They give pupils the opportunity to fulfil their talent.

Education in Britain developed by steps. The first step was the introducing of two kinds of
school: grammar schools and secondary modern schools. Grammar schools offered a
predominantly academic education and in secondary modern schools education was more
practical. The second step was the introducing of a new type of school, the comprehensive, a
combination of grammar and secondary modern, so that all children could be continually
assessed and given appropriate teaching. These school were co-educational and offered both
academic and practical subjects. However, they lost the excellence of the old grammar schools.
Then after 1979 were introduced the greatest reforms in schooling. They included the
introduction of a National Curriculum making certain subjects, most notably science and one
modern language, compulsory up to the age of 16. The National Curriculum aims to ensure that
all children study essential subjects and have a better all-round education. Pupils' progress in
subjects in National Curriculum is measured by written and practical tests. More ambitious
pupils continue with very specialized studies in the sixth form. They remain at school for two
years more. Pupils sit for exams leaving secondary school and sixth form. They sit for the
General Certificate Secondary Education at the end of the 5th-years' course. A-level or AS-levels
are taken after two years of study in the sixth form. They are the mam standard for entrance to
university or other higher education. Some parents prefer to pay for their children to be educated
at independent schools. This private sector includes the so-called public schools, some of whose
names are known all over the world, for example Eton. It provides exceptionally fine teaching
facilities, for example in science, languages, computing and design. Its students are largely from
aristocratic and upper-class families. The Government's vision for the education system of the
21st century is that it will neither be divisive nor based on some lowest denominator. Diversity,
choice and excellence will be its hallmarks in this century.

The public educational system in Russia includes pre-schools, general schools, specialized
secondary and higher education. So-called pre-schools are kindergartens in fact. Children there
learn reading, writing and math. But pre- school education isn't compulsory - children can get it
at home. Compulsory education is for children from 6(7) to 17 years of age. The mam branch in
the system of education is the general schools which prepare the younger generation for life and
work. There are various types of schools, general secondary schools, schools specializing in a
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certain subject, high schools, gymnasiums and so on. The term of study in a general secondary
school is 11 years and consists of primary, middle and upper stages. At the middle stage of a
secondary school children learn the basic laws of nature and society at the lessons of history,
algebra, literature, physics and many others. After 9th form pupils have to sit for examinations.
Also they have a choice between entering the 10th grade of a general secondary school or going
to professional school. Pupils who finish the general secondary school, receive a secondary
education certificate, giving them the right to enter any higher educational establishment. One
has to study in the institute for 5 years. Higher educational institutions tram students in one or
several specializations.

The American system of education differs from the systems of other countries. There are
free public schools which the majority of American children attend. There are also a number or
private schools where a fee is charged Education is compulsory for every child from the age of 6
up to the age of 16 except in some states, where children must go to school until the age of 17 or
18. Elementary or primary and secondary or high schools are organized on one of two basis: 8
years of primary school and 4 years, or 6 years of primary, 3 years of junior high school and 3
years of senior high school. The junior high school is a sort of halfway between primary school
and high school. The high school prepares young people either to work immediately after
graduation or for more advanced study in a college or university. An important part of high
school life is extra- curricular activities, they include band or school orchestra, sports and other
social activities.

Text I1. Academia

Academia, Académe, or the Academy are collective terms for the community of students
and scholars engaged in higher education and research.

The word comes from the akademeia, just outside ancient Athens, where the gymnasium
was made famous by Plato as a center of learning. The sacred space, dedicated to the goddess of
wisdom, Athena, had formerly been an olive grove, hence the expression "the groves of
Academe."

By extension Academia has come to connote the cultural accumulation of knowledge, its
development and transmission across generations and its practitioners and transmitters. In the
17th century, British and French religious scholars popularized the term to describe certain types
of institutions of higher learning. The British adopted the form academy, while the French
adopted the forms académe and académie.

An academic is a person who works as a researcher (and usually teacher) at a university,
college, or similar institution in post-secondary (tertiary) education. He or she is nearly always
an advanced degree holder. In the United States, the term academic is approximately
synonymous with that of the job title professor although in recent decades a growing number of
institutions are also including academic or professional librarians in the category of "academic
staff.” In the United Kingdom, various titles are used, typically fellow, lecturer, reader, and
professor (see also academic rank), though the loose term don is often popularly substituted. The
term scholar is sometimes used with equivalent meaning to that of "academic"” and describes in
general those who attain mastery in a research discipline. It has wider application, with it also
being used to describe those whose occupation was researched prior to organized higher
education.

Academic administrators such as university presidents are not typically included in this use
of the term academic, although many administrators hold advanced degrees and pursue scholarly
research and writing while also tending to their administrative duties.

Some sociologists have divided, but not limited, academia according to four basic
historical types: ancient academia, early academia, academic societies, and the modern
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university. There are at least two models of academia: a European model developed since ancient
times, as well as an American model developed by Benjamin Franklin in the mid-18th century
and Thomas Jefferson in the early 19th century.

Structure

Academia is usually conceived of as divided into disciplines or fields of study. These have
their roots in the subjects of the ancient trivium and quadrivium, which provided the model for
scholastic thought in the first universities in medieval Europe.

The disciplines have been much revised, and many new disciplines have formed since
medieval times: particularly since the Enlightenment, many disciplines have become more
specialized, researching smaller and smaller areas. Because of this, interdisciplinary research is
often prized in today's academy, though it can also be made difficult both by practical matters of
administration and funding and by differing research methods of different disciplines. In fact,
many new fields of study have initially been conceived as interdisciplinary, and later become
specialized disciplines in their own right - a recent example is cognitive science.

Most academic institutions reflect the divide of the disciplines in their administrative
structure, being divided internally into departments or programs in various fields of study. Each
department is typically administered and funded separately by the academic institution, though
there may be some overlap and faculty members, research and administrative staff may in some
cases be shared among departments. In addition, academic institutions generally have an overall
administrative structure (usually including a president and several deans) which is controlled by
no single department, discipline, or field of thought. Also, the tenure system, a major component
of academic employment and research, serves to ensure that academia is relatively protected
from political and financial pressures on thought.

Quialifications

The degree awarded for completed study is the primary academic qualification. Typically
these are, in order of completion, associate's degree, bachelor's degree (awarded for completion
of undergraduate study), master's degree, and doctorate (awarded after graduate or postgraduate
study). These are only currently being standardized in Europe as part of the Bologna process, as
many different degrees and standards of time to reach each are currently awarded in different
countries in Europe. In most fields the majority of academic researchers and teachers have
doctorates or other terminal degrees, though in some professional and creative fields it is
common for scholars and teachers to have only master's degrees.

Abstract:

The article deals with the problem of the possible sovereignty of Scotland. The author
addresses the economic, social and political aspects of Scottish separatism. The article talks
about the referendum on the independence of Scotland in 2014, as well as the factors that
influenced its results. Particular attention is paid to the possible ways of the evolution of the
policy of the SNP in the conditions of British exit from the European Union.

The prospects of independent Scotland in case of Brexit
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In 1707 the "Act of the union™ which formed the Kingdom of Great Britain was signed.

In 1997 Scotland reached limited autonomy, being a part of Great Britain [1]. Two years
later in Scotland own parliament and executive power has appeared. In maintaining the new
autonomous territory departed health sector, transport, education, environmental protection and
culture. The financial, social and foreign policy is regulated by London.

The question of independence of Scotland from Great Britain exists in the agenda of
internal life of the country for a long time. Aggravation of a situation took place in the 1970th
when in Northern Ireland there were mass collisions of the English soldiers and fighters of the
Irish Republican Army. Although the main part of disorders fell on Northern Ireland, the Scottish
separatists used a situation and demanded from the British government an independence for
Scotland, but London even structurally did not review their complaint.

In the course of writing of article the scientific articles, monographs and documents
relating to a perspective of independence of Scotland were analyzed.

Also a survey among students of a RANEPA on "Whether You Consider that Scotland
Needs to Find Independence of Great Britain and to Become the Independent State?" was carried
out.

Results of poll are reflected in the report, which can be found in the list of references.

The main aspect in a question of the Scottish independence is the economic component.
Namely — oil and its production which for 85% in Great Britain is the share of Scotland [2]. In
1960 separatists in Scotland acted under the slogan "It Is the Scottish Oil". As Scotland is not the
sovereign state, it does not possess the sea borders recognized as international law, and,
respectively, all income gained by Scotland during oil production belongs to Great Britain [3].

However, the oil question though is the main problem, but Scottish separatists have some
more arguments:

First, Scotland is only a little less than England. Scotland has the national church called
Presbyterian. The fact that it is irreconcilable in relation to other religions is interesting, but it is
much more democratic.

Secondly, a considerable part of the British national elite — natives of Scotland from
whom roots reach for the greatest scientists like Adam Smith or Robert Lewis Stephenson. It is
necessary to mark out the film actor and producer Sean Connery [4].

Thus, considering historical, geographical, social and economic aspects, we see that
Scotland has high level of not only national identity, but also economic basis for potentially
independent existence.

Separatist movement in the north of Great Britain are expressed by the Scottish National
Party (Further — the SNP) which exists in political sphere of the country more than 75 years and
which regularly wins e lections to the Scottish Parliament [5].

Besides above-mentioned aspects, the SNP considers the country not only a part of Great
Britain, but also the guarantor of its economic security.

In 2007 the leader of the SNP Alex Salmond who held a post of the First minister of
Scotland brought up a question of holding a referendum on independence of Scotland and start to
develop necessary procedures for its carrying out [6]. Nevertheless, the referendum was
impossible as the party received 47 mandates but formation of absolute majority required 65
places [7].

On November 30, 2009 the draft of the so-called White book was in process of
preparation and adoption. There were described the steps of how Scotland should gain
independence [8].

The SNP could return to discussion of a question of independence only in 2011 when the
party received absolute majority of seats in Parliament. Holding a referendum on independence
of the country was key point in the pre-election manifesto. In May in the same year Salmond
remained as the leader of the SNP and declared intention to hold a referendum in 2014 [9].

In two years, in the course of preparation for a referendum, in Great Britain two political
associations were created: "Yes, Scotland!", supporting independence of the state, and "Better
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together”, maintaining integrity of the United Kingdom. These political associations consisted of
members of parties, individuals and the other organizations . It should be noted about impact
which data of the organization had on the course of preparation for a referendum and about his
perception in the opinion of the population.

The association "Yes, Scotland!" was created in the middle of 2012, the journalist Blair
Jenkins, who was popular in Great Britain, became its founder. The SNP, the Scottish Socialist
Party, and the Scottish Green Party were a part of the movement. As an influence reinforcement,
"Yes, Scotland!" developed the declaration which for 2 years was signed on a result by more than
1 million people [10]. The document contained the main theses about prospects of independence
of Scotland.

"We could make our economy really competitive and involve business to Scotland. If the
income tax would be 3% lower, then we will receive 28 thousand new jobs. We have everything,
for independence: economic potential, knowledge. We have to think of a question why the
situation in our country is not so good as it could be" - the member of the Scottish Parliament
and the SNP, the adherent of independence Kenneth Gibson noted [11].

Besides politicians, in "Yes, Scotland!" was represented by many celebrities. The popular
movie actor Sean Connery who was also an active figure of the SNP made multimillion
donations in party budget. The main part of donations fell on creation of the Scottish fund of
education, with the purpose to prevent "brain drain™ from the country. The actor is a true
supporter of Scotland independence and he is convinced that only sovereignty will lead to
prosperity of the homeland.

The movement often was exposed to criticism from the simple population. The political
company for independence was often accused of double standards. Residents of Scotland are
sure that it is not obligatory to vote for independence if you consider yourself the patriot of the
country. Even more often in the agenda of simple working class the question — and what's next
has emerged? They will not become more Scots, than they are. But they will become poorer, and
the established social and cultural connection will be broken.

Alistair Darling — the former Secretary of State of Scotland, created the political
movement «Better Together». The Scottish liberal party and the Scottish conservative party were
the most active participants. Several months prior to a referendum the slogan kind of answering
to the ideological opponents was developed — "No, thanks". The company received large number
of investments, both from individuals, and from the investors who wished to remain incognito.
Most likely, high-ranking officials from London and investors from among allies of Great Britain
in whose interests were a territorial integrity of the state were them.

The world-famous writer Johan Rowling which offered more than one million pounds
sterling on Alistair Darlinga's company was one of supporters of the unity. Rowling has huge
influence not only in Great Britain, but also around the world. According to her opinion, she
already lived in Scotland more than 20 years and is not going to move anywhere from there
therefore she is disturbed by the future of the region, and independence is fraught for Scotland
with serious risks [12].

The referendum on independence of Scotland took place on September 18th, 2014. The
question submitted for a referendum —"Do you think Scotland should be separate state?". Results
were: 44.7% - "Yes", 55.3% - "No". Thus, Scotland remained as a part of the United Kingdom.
After the referendum, the first minister Alex Salmond resigned [13].

The question of independence could be closed for the next 10 years, however in 2016 in
Great Britain has took place the referendum on an exit from the European Union. Contrary to
experts, 51% of the population voted for an exit of Great Britain from the EU.

Current situation is difficult because an exit from the European Union does not fall within
the sphere of interest of Scotland. It is more favorable to northern region to remain in the EU,
and for the EU is important to save Scotland as a part of GB.

91% of the votes received in Scotland during the referendum were against an exit of
Great Britain from the EU [14]. Nevertheless, Great Britain is the unitary state and it means that
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future changes will concern all parts of the country.

When in 2014 Alex Salmond stopped from being the first minister of Scotland, Nikola
Sturgeon, in one of the performances stated that the another referendum on independence of
Scotland is possible in case of Great Britain leaves the European Union [15].

University of Edinburgh professor in the field of the international relations, Doctor
Cormac allows the following scenarios of relations between Scotland and the EU [16]:

First, on the example of Greenland which, being a part of Denmark, entered the EU, but
after 1985 left it. So, Scotland will become the associated member of the European Union,
having reserved the common market, free movement of citizens and will pay membership fees,
taking the place in Brussels.

Secondly, the future of Scotland could develop due to the Norwegian model — to remain
in the common market, but to lose full membership in the EU.

The author asks a question — how Edinburgh will be able to provide freedom of
movement of citizens with the EU if other parts of Great Britain refuse it? Between England and
Scotland there are no borders, and, besides, the problem of domestic trade of Great Britain is
obvious if Scots remain a part of the common market, and the rest of the United Kingdom will
leave it.

In 2016, the bill on the second referendum in Scotland was published. The document
contains rules of carrying out the propaganda company, counting of votes and the vote [17]. The
bill was published for carrying out discussion of this initiative among the Scottish public.

Despite an example of a referendum in 2014, the published project does not mean yet that
the referendum will surely take place once upon a time. It is extremely important to understand
that the government of Theresa May, has a difficult task — to withdraw GB from the EU. Scales
of work are very huge.

"Brexit means Brexit" - Theresa May repeatedly spoke a talk on the associated
membership of Scotland in the EU [18]. In that case Scotland, even on condition of successful
referendum on independence, will be forced to submit the application for the accession to the EU
on an equal basis with other states that will take many years.

Despite the high level of separatism, in Scotland there are also supporters of unity and it
was perfectly shown during referendum in 2014.

Other large parties in the Scottish Parliament support preservation of the existing borders:
Scotch Labor Party, Scotch conservative party, Scottish liberal democrats. Many politicians and
celebrities: Joanne Rowling, George Galloway, Alan Savage. Opponents of independence place
emphasis generally on economic minuses. Perhaps, important economic relations with other
parts of Great Britain will be broken.

It is also important to note that despite large reserves of raw materials at Scots, member
countries of the European Union do not seek to regard Scotland as potential participant of the
EU. Nobody wishes to spoil the relations with London, and in Spain there is a risk of aggravation
of the Catalan question, in case of finding by Scotland of independence and its subsequent
acceptance in the EU.

In forecasting of the future of the states, an important question is understanding who
exactly needs this independence. The people of Scotland or SNP.

Only 4 years ago Scots made a choice, nevertheless, now the Scottish government insists
that an exit of Great Britain from the EU changes a situation and the question of independence is
again relevant.

It is possible to say that the question of independence of Scotland "is frozen™ till 2021.
First, long process of an exit of Great Britain of the European Union will come to an end and
secondly, the supporters of the second referendum, will convince the most part of Scots to vote
for independence.
