Three approaches to value.

There are three traditional groups of methodologies for determining value. These are usu-
ally referred to as the "three approaches to value", which are generally independent of each
other:

e The cost approach (the buyer will not pay more for a property than it would cost to build
an equivalent).

e The sales comparison approach (comparing a property's characteristics with those of
comparable properties that have recently sold in similar transactions).

e The income approach (similar to the methods used for financial valuation, securities anal-
ysis or bond pricing).

However, the recent trend of the business tends to be toward the use of a scientific method-
ology of appraisal which relies on the foundation of quantitative-data, risk, and geographical
based approaches. An appraiser can generally choose from three approaches to determine value.
The appraiser has to think about the "scope of work", the type of value, the property itself, and
the quality and quantity of data available for each approach. For instance, appraisals of proper-
ties that are typically purchased by investors (e.g., skyscrapers, office buildings) may give
greater weight to the Income Approach.

Unemployment

There will always be a certain amount of unemployment in the economy. When econo-
mists talk about full employment, they mean that everyone who can work and wants to work has
got a job. Able workers who are not working are simply not happy with the salaries that are of-
fered — or just can’t be bothered!

However, economies rarely reach full employment. There are a number of reasons for this,
and a number of different types of unemployment. One of these is cyclical unemployment. This
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type of unemployment varies with the growth and recession cycle of the economy. As the econ-
omy grows, demand for labour grows and unemployment falls. As the economy contracts, unem-
ployment grows.

A second kind of unemployment is structural unemployment. This occurs when changing
public tastes or advances in technology cause a fall in demand for some types of work. For ex-
ample, computer technology has revolutionized the printing industry, and many traditional print-
ers’ jobs have become obsolete. Sometimes whole regions of a country suffer from high struc-
tural unemployment. The north-east of England, for example, was famous for many years for its
shipbuilding industry. Competition from abroad forced many shipyards to close. This caused
huge unemployment in the region.

The functions of money

Money, with its special characteristics, serves many important economic functions. Money
is anything that people commonly accept in exchange for goods and services. Money has three
basic functions. It serves as a medium of exchange, a standard of value, and a store of value.
Anything that serves any of these three functions is a type of money.

Medium of exchange

The single most important use of money is as a medium of exchange. A medium of ex-
change is any item that sellers will accept in payment for goods or services. As a medium of ex-
change, money assists in the buying and selling of goods and services because buyers know that
sellers will accept money in payment for products or services.

Standard of value

The second use of money is as a standard of value. That is, money provides people with a
way to measure the relative value of goods or services by comparing the prices of products. In
this way, people can judge the relative worth of different items such as a television and a bicycle.
They can also judge the relative values of two different models or brands of the same type of
item by comparing their prices. Money’s function as a standard of value is also important to
record keeping. Businesses need to figure profits and losses. Similarly, governments must be
able to figure tax receipts and the cost of expenditures. Money, because it helps provide some
uniformity to these accounting tasks, is also called a unit of accounting.

Store of value

The third function or role of money is that it can be saved or stored for later use. For
money to serve as a store of value, two conditions must be met. First, the money must be nonper-
ishable. That is, it cannot rot or otherwise deteriorate while being saved. Second, it must keep its
value over time. In other words, the purchasing power of the money must be relatively con-
stant. If both of these conditions are met, many people will accumulate their wealth for later use.
If not, most people will be hesitant about saving money today that will be worth little or nothing
tomorrow.
