Topic 1. Thinking for China in the World. Theoretical perspective.
I1K-4.2

The introductory lecture provides and overview of the course. This lecture,
also, presents international relations theories that you will use to explain China’s
international behavior throughout the rest of the course; a broad contour of
historical background crucial to understanding China’s contemporary
interactions with the world.

Topic 2. Grand Change in World Politics and China’s International
Strategy. What makes Chinese Foreign Policy? I11K-4.2

Based on Jisi (2013) and Carlson & Binhong (2014), this lecture covers
certain aspects concerning China's international strategy. The first one relates to
the trends of grand change in global politics. The second trait refers to China's
current and future international position. The third one explains China’s grand
strategic choice. The next two aspects explain the role of China's political and
military interests that shaping the state's foreign policy course. Finally, we will
also review the role of China's political elites and Chinese paramount leader as a
particular aspect since the last one possesses an extraordinary amount of power
affecting China's foreign policy.

Topic 3. China goes global: between Region and World. IT1K-4.2

This section will map two perspectives of China’s global contestation. The
first one refers to the way how China competes the political power distributed
within the global governance system (GGS). The second perspective narrows
tools and instruments China utilizes to access the GGS decision-making process
and to contribute to the global political agenda. In particular, we discuss the
means of formal International Governmental Organizations (IGOs), informal
state forums, and the ‘soft power’ of Chinese foreign policy.

Following Shambaugh (2013: 121) we will trace the evolution in Beijing’s
behavior over time: from opposition to this order from the 1950s—-1970s, to a
generally passive position during the 1980s—1990s when it sought membership
in international institutions and wished to learn the rules of the road, obeying
them to a large extent, to a more selective and activist position in international
institutions during the early 2000s, when Beijing became more confident and
outspoken, to a more recent, moderately revisionist posture since 2008 that
seeks to selectively alter rules, actors, and the “balance of influence” largely
from within existing institutions—while simultaneously trying to establish
alternative institutions and norms of global governance and redistribute power
and resources within the international system.

Topic 4. China and World Economy. I1K-10.2

This section will explore the Chinas Role in Global Economy. Impact of
International Trade, Export-Oriented Policies, and WTO Accession. Inward and
Outward Investments, Gradual Liberalization and the Role of ‘The Open Door”
Policy in China Transition; Foreign Direct Investments and Spillovers on
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Growth. China as Competitor and Trading Partner. China’s external impact and
future growth in a globalized world economy.
China’s global trade challenges.

Topic S. Neighborhood: China’s Regional Relations. ITK-10.

China has developed a practice of asymmetric international relationships
based on an ideology of mutual benefit and practice of negotiation based on the
acknowledgment of the autonomy of smaller partners. The management of
asymmetry is particularly relevant to China’s regional foreign policy. This
section 1s heavily drawn on Womack (2010), and Zheng & Wang (2013) will
discuss Sino-Japanese relations, China and India, China-South Korea relations,
Beijing’s evolving North Korea Policy, China-ASEAN relationship, China and
Singapore, Vietnam and China, South China Sea territorial disputes

Topic 6. Sino-US Relations: Mutual Trust, Ideological Clashes, and

Competition. ITK-10.

This lecture provides for a review of the history of China’s engagement with
the United States. We will discuss to what extent the parties are interested in
building mutual trust and if there is a space to overcome existing ideological
clashes.
