[Tpumep otera: I believe that while it can feel
frustrating for the traveler, it is generally fair. The
purpose of customs duties is not to punish individuals
but to protect the national economy. When someone
buys an expensive watch or bag abroad, they are
essentially importing a commercial good. If all
travelers could bring in high-value items tax-free, it
would unfairly harm local retailers who have to pay
import taxes and VAT, putting them at a competitive
disadvantage. Furthermore, these duties are a
legitimate source of government revenue, which funds
public services we all use. Most countries have a
personal exemption threshold, allowing a reasonable
amount of goods for personal use without extra
charges. It's only when the value exceeds this "duty-
free" limit that taxes apply, which seems like a
balanced system. Therefore, while paying is never
pleasant, the principle behind it is justified.
