"I believe that while public access to mysterious places
is valuable for education and cultural sharing, it should
be strictly regulated. Firstly, unlimited tourism can
cause irreversible damage to fragile archaeological
sites or natural wonders, as we’ve seen with erosion
and graffiti in places like Machu Picchu or
Stonehenge. Secondly, many such locations hold
spiritual or cultural significance for local communities,
and mass tourism can disrespect their traditions. A
better approach would be to allow limited, guided
visits while using entry fees to fund preservation
efforts. This way, we balance curiosity with
conservation and respect."”
